Last 

seasonôs SODBUSTER BASH helped get 

the new chipping area finished while allow-

ing the old hole 10 to begin demolition. 

  Again, thanks to so many for your support 

of Inshalla CC.  Please enjoy the new back 

nine. Letôs set some new course records and 

establish Aces on new 16!

  This fall we began meeting with Chip 

and Jane Bromann of Pinewood C.C. in 

Harshaw to discuss how we, as family 

owned golf courses, could better serve 

the golfers of North Central Wisconsin.

quired to be Annual Cart Members.

New Course Stats for 2012 
  With the opening of the newly ren-
ovated back nine and the addition of 

a few bunkers over the past few 

years it was necessary to get the 

course measured and rerated.  So in 

the late fall we had the USGA come 

out and take satellite measurements. 

  Not only has the Par changed to 

70, but some yardages, the Course 

and Slope Ratings have changed as 

well.  Check out the 2012 Scorecard 

for more details. 

  If you would like to learn more 

about Course and Slope rating 

check out the explanation in the 

USGA Rule Book. 

Etiquette and Course Policies 
  Inshalla CC prints a small leaflet each year 

that contains tips on PACE of PLAY, Re-

minders on GOLF ETIQUETTE, PLAYING 

POLICIES and last but not at all least, LO-

CAL RULES. 

  We do have additions and amendments to 

the USGA Rules of Golf as allowed by the 

USGA.  The leaflet lets you know what you 

can legally do in our bunkers, where our 

boundary lines are located, and what aids to 

distance measuring you can legally use.  

Some of these rules are definitely to your 

benefit. 

  Ask for a copy at the pro shop counter when 

you begin playing this season.  Learn more 

about the game and become a GOLFER, in-

stead of someone who just plays golf.

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2011 Club Championship Review by Andy 
  We had a great field of 33 golfers for this past yearôs Club Championship, 

with many laughs, smiles, good shots & bad.  But this year was, might I 

say, slightly different.  We saw wire to wire winners in the Menôs, Wom-

enôs and Seniorôs Divisions as well as in ñAò Flight. 

  In the Menôs Division Troy Salewske came out HOT, shooting an even 

par round of 69 that included not only 3 birdies, but a Hole-In-One on #10.  

In the 2nd round of play his closest competitors, John Hale and Jack 

Woodall could only come within 1 and 2 strokes, respectively, through 27 

holes, with Troy regaining control and pulling away on the fourth and final 

9 of the 36 hole competition.  Troy finished with a two day total of 143 

(+5) to earn 2011 Menôs Club Champion.  John Hale took 2nd Place in 

Championship Flight with 147 (+9), while Jack Woodall took 3rd with his 

148 (+10). 

  The Womenôs Division was a little smaller this year, with Renee Kim, Jan 

Woodall and Linda Daigle taking part in the competition.  For a third con-

secutive year Renee Kim captured the title with a two day total of 160 

(+22), though this year she grabbed the title while playing in Champion-

ship Flight. 

  The Seniorôs Division was heated with only two strokes separating four 

players after the first day of competition: Jack Woodall (73), Bill Heik-

kinen (75), David Kapszukiewicz (75) and Chuck Belew (75).  Bill Heik-

kinen gave Woodall the tightest competition, though never quite catching 

him.  Shooting Par-Birdie-Par on the last three holes of competition, Bill 

fell 1 stroke short of tying Woodall who carded Bogey-Par-Bogey on the 

same holes to fend him off.  Woodall finished with a score of 148 (+10) 

compared to Heikkinenôs score of 149 (+11).  Kapszukiewicz and Belew 

fell behind a bit with scores of 155 and 159, respectively. 

  After the first day in ñAò Flight, Bill Emkow and David Kim were tied at 

80, and Trevor Kim and Tim Woodall were just two strokes back with 

scores of 82.  Nipping on her sonôs heels, Jan Woodall was just one shot 

back of Tim and Trevor at 83.  Emkow separated himself from the pack on 

the second day with a solid round of 76 for a two day total of 156 (+18) 

earning him 1st Place in ñAò Flight.  Trevor Kim improved his round by 

two strokes earning 2nd Place and a two day total of 162 (+24).  Charging 

back from an 86 on the first day, Bill Hudson shot 77 on the second day to 

earn 3rd Place with a total of 163 (+25).  Another notable score was the 78 

on the second day for Tom Froehlich: his stellar round moved him up the 

standings to 5th Place. 

  ñBò Flight saw a similar grouping after the first round of competition.  

Darrell Juedes lead the group with  91, with Al Tesch right behind him at 

92.  Ed Turgeon and Phil Gottlieb were just two strokes back with 93ôs and 

Aaron Winker was close behind them with 95.  Unfortunately for Juedes 

and the rest of the field, Ed Turgeon played a little bit more like himself on 

the second day shooting 80 for a 2 day total of 173 (+35) and 1st  Place in 

ñBò Flight.  Tesch and Gottlieb both improved on the second day shooting 

87 and 86, respectively, for 179 (+41).  Due to the tie we moved to a score 

card playoff which was won by Tesch giving him 2nd Place and Gottlieb 

3rd. 

  I know it is hard to give up a weekend in the Summer, so thank you to all  

participants. With that being said keep August 11th & 12th open in 2012!
